	Penglais Dingle, stream banks, occasional
	Common on shaded woodland banks

	Lophocolea bidentata
	Bifid Crestwort
	Frequent on rotten logs throughout the woods
	Abundant in a wide range of moist habitats

	Calypogeia arguta
	Notched Pouchwort
	Penglais Dingle, stream banks
	Common on vertical banks

	Isothecium myosuroides
	Mouse-tail Moss
	Abundant on tree bases in woods
	Abundant, mainly on tree bases in valley woods

	Mnium hornum
	Swan’s-neck Thyme-moss
	Abundant on woodland floor
	Very common in acidic woodlands

	Rhynchostegium confertum
	Clustered Feather-moss
	Frequent on tree roots
	Occasional on walls and trees in the lowlands

	Atrichum undulatum
	Catherine’s Moss
	Abundant on woodland floor
	A very common woodland moss

	Hookeria lucens
	Shining Hookeria
	Penglais Dingle, occasional on stream banks
	Frequent in deeply shaded, moist environments

	Chiloscyphus polyanthos
	St Winifred’s Moss
	Penglais Dingle, on rocks in the stream
	Frequent on rocks in streams

	Kindbergia praelonga
	Common Feather-moss
	Abundant on woodland floor
	Abundant in woodland

	Amblystegium serpens
	Creeping Feather-moss
	Frequent by the stream and well, on stone, soil and wood
	Less frequent in Mid-West Wales than other parts of Britain

	Brachythecium rutabulum
	Rough-stalked Feather-moss
	Abundant on woodland floor, walls and trees
	One of the most frequent mosses in Ceridigion

	Rhynchostegiella tenella
	Tender Feather-moss
	Rare on bridge over stream, Penglais Dingle
	Occasional on calcareous masonry

	Diplophyllum albicans
	White Earwort
	On damp rock face, occasional
	Common on steep, shaded, acidic habitats

	Dicranella heteromalla
	Silky Forklet-moss
	Frequent on banks and rock crevices
	Common in shaded, well-drained habitats

	Pseudotaxiphyllum elegans
	Elegant Silk-moss
	On acidic bank by horses field, occasional
	Common on shaded, free-draining acidic soils

	Hylocomium splendens
	Glittering Wood-moss
	Frequent on acid bank
	Very common on moors, heaths and bogs

	Campylopus flexuosus
	Rusty Swan-neck Moss
	Frequent on acid bank
	

	Coscinodon cribrosus
	Sieve-tooth Moss
	Abundant on sunny cliffs behind Pen y Graig
	A rare moss, well known site on Consti

	Fissidens curnovii
	Curnow’s Pocket-moss
	Abundant in well, also on damp shaded rocks
	

	Grimmia trichophylla
	Hair-pointed Grimmia
	On sunny cliffs behind Pen Y Graig
	

	Cryphaea heteromalla
	Lateral cryphaea
	Frequent on trees
	A common lowland epiphyte, increasing since clean air act

	Ulota phyllantha
	Frizzled Pincushion
	On trees by path by horses field
	A common coastal epiphyte

	Capillary Thread-moss
	Common on wall by golf course and rough tracks
	Very common on a variety of substrates

	Homalothecium sericeum
	Silky Wall Feather-moss
	Common on wall by golf course
	Frequent on base rich masonry and trees

	Lophocolea heterophylla
	Variable-leaved Crestwort
	Occasional on wall by golf course
	Infrequent in lowland Ceridigion

	Nowellia curvifolia
	Rustwort
	On rotten log with L. bidentata
	Frequent and increasing mostly in conifer plantations

	Pseudoscleropodium purum
	Neat Moss
	Abundant by path from Bryn Road
	Very common, usually amongst grasses

	Thuidium tamariscinum
	Tamarisk Moss
	Frequent on woodland floor and on banks
	Common, mostly in woodland

	Polytrichum commune
	Common Haircap
	Isolated clump near new signpost
	Common in bogs, flushes and wet heath

	Platyhypnidium riparioides
	Long-beaked Water Feather-moss
	Waters edge at well
	Common in streams

	Polytrichastrum formosum
	Bank Haircap
	Frequent on woodland floor
	Common in shaded acidic habitats

	Pogonatum aloides
	Aloe Haircap
	On a fallen tree root, Principals wood
	Common on shaley banks

	Hypnum andoi
	Mamillate Plait-moss
	Abundant on trees
	Common on tree bark

	Hypnum resupinatum
	Supine Plait-moss
	Frequent on trees
	A frequent epiphyte

	Hypnum jutlandicum
	Heath Plait-moss
	Abundant on scree behind Pen Y Graig
	Abundant  on open uplands



	Polytrichum juniperinum
	Juniper Haircap
	Abundant on scree behind Pen Y Graig
	Common on sunny rocks and shale

	Syntrichia latifolia
	Water Screw-moss
	On damp, rough track through golf course
	Scarce but spreading to tarmac surfaces

	Barbula unguiculata
	Birds-claw Beard-moss
	On damp rough track
	Common on mortar and concrete

	Ceratodon purpureus
	Redshank
	On rough ground, haunted house
	Abundant on soil, tarmac and rough ground

	Frullania dilatata
	Dilated Scalewort
	Common on trees in wood
	A very common epiphyte

	Metzgeria furcata
	Forked Veilwort
	Abundant on trees in wood
