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During 2015 GAG completed a Moth Survey of
Aberystwyth Municipal Cemetery.

Three light traps were used and a total of 1387 moths
comprising 142 different species were recorded.
Though many species were breeding residents, there
were some unusual finds. The Black Banded Moth is
particularly noteworthy - it is uncommon not only in
Ceredigion but in the UK generally. The full report can
be found on the GAG website.

The adoption and implementation by Ceredigion County
Council of the GAG Cemetery Management Plan (2010)
has resulted in noticeable habitat changes. Except for
path edges and where requested for access to graves,
mowing of grassland now happens just once a year,
allowing herbaceous plants to flower and set seed.

The Moth Survey provides a baseline for future surveys
so reinforcing the benefits to wildlife diversity of the new
management plan.

Sites of Importance for Nature Conservation
In January GAG was invited by the County Council to
join a Working Group to help identify Sites of
Importance for Nature Conservation (SINCs). In due
course areas of land which qualify under the selection
criteria will be mapped and made available for public
consultation.

Trees
Fifth Avenue triangle in Penparcau has been planted
with a mix of 22 fruit and native trees

Eight new trees (Four crab-apples and four limes,
complete with strimmer guards and watering tubes)
have been planted in North Road Park. This will counter
a possible loss of two white poplars behind Cambridge
Terrace.

Aberystwyth University is conducting a survey of the
condition of all the trees on its campus, including
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Llanbadarn and the Dingle. A few trees may need
felling, but the overall result is positive.

Habitat improvement on Pen Dinas

We wish every success to Ben Sampson, who was in
charge of Ceredigion County Council’s nature reserves,
and who has now moved on elsewhere. The photo
shows him with colleagues carrying out habitat
improvement on Pen Dinas. The area round the spring
by the ruined farm house was cleared, hawthorn, elder
and blackthorn were coppiced, and habitat piles were
made with the remains. The pool is now more useful to
dragonflies and other invertebrates, as the sun can get
in, and also it will allow the stones to heat up and
become better basking areas for reptiles.

Strimmer Guards

GAG has purchased a stock of robust and effective
strimmer guards. We are fitting them to trees which we
planted at Liwyn yr Eos School in Penparcau a few
years ago, and to other young trees in Aberystwyth.

Planning

The proposed residential development next to Brynteg,
Primrose Hill, Llanbadarn, has been approved despite
much local opposition.
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Yn ystod 2015 gwnaeth GAG arolwg o’r gwyfynod ym
Mynwent Aberystwyth.

Defnyddiwyd tri trap pryfetach, a chofnodwyd 1387
gwyfyn o 142 o rywogaethau gwahanol. Er bod llawer
ohonynt yn byw a lluosogi yng Nghymru, bu sawl
darganfyddiad anarferol. Mae’r Gwyfyn Streipen Ddu yn
arbennig o ddiddorol. Mae’n anghyffredin nid yn unig
yng Ngheredigion, ond dros Brydain hefyd. Mae copi
llawn o’r adroddiad ar wefan GAG.

Derbyniodd y Cyngor Sir ein Cynllun Rheoli'r Fynwent
(2010) a’i weithredu. Fel canlyniad, mae cynefinoedd y
fynwwent wedi newid yn sylweddol. Gydag eithriad o
ymylon y llwybrau ac hefyd lle mae cais wedi ei wneud i
gadw mynediad i feddau, torrir y glaswellt unwaith y
flwyddyn yn unig, er mwyn gadael i blanhigion llysieuol
flodeuo a hadu.

Bydd Arolwg y Gwyfynod yn sylfaen i arolygon eraill yn
y dyfodol, gan wneud y Cynllun Rheoli newydd yn fwy
llesol byth i'r amgylchedd.

Safleoedd Pwysig am Warchodaeth Natur
Ym mis lonawr, gwahoddwyd GAG gan y Cyngor Sir i
ymuno & Gweithgor i helpu enwi Safleoedd Pwysig am
Warchodaeth Natur (SINCs). Dangosir yr tiroedd sy’n
addas o dan y rheolau ar fap fydd ar gael i'r cyhoedd.

Coed
Plannwyd 22 o goed brodorol a choed ffrwythau yn'y
triongl wrth Fifth Avenue, Penparcau.

Plannwyd 8 coeden newydd (4 coeden afalau surion a
4 pisgwydden, gyda giardiau a phibellau dyfrhau) ym
Mharc Ffordd y Gogledd. Bydd hwn yn fath o iawndal
am y 2 boplysen wen sy’n debyg o gael eu torri lawr tu
0l i Cambridge Terrace.

Mae Prifysgol Aberystwyth yn cynnal arolwg o gyflwr
pob coeden ar y campws, gan gynnwys Llanbadarn a
Cheunant Penglais. Bydd rhaid torri rhai, ond mae’r
asesiad cyffredinol yn bositif.
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Dymunwn bob llwyddiant i Ben Sampson, oedd yn
rheolwr ar warchodfeydd natur Cyngor Sir Ceredigion,
ond sydd erbyn hyn wedi symud ymlaen. Mae’r llun yn
ei ddangos gyda chyfeillion yn gwella cynefinoedd ar
Ben Dinas. Cliriwyd ardal o gwmpas adfeilion y ffermdy,
tociwyd drain gwynion, drain duon ac ysgaw, a
gwnaethpwyd y gweddillion yn domenni addas i fywyd
gwyllt. Mae’r pwll bellach yn fwy addas i weision y neidr
ac ati, ac oherwydd bod mwy o haul i gynhesu’r cerrig,
mae’n gwneud lle delfrydol i'r ymlusgiaid dorheulo.
